An XML- based API allows integration to third-party HR  
or payroll systems.

Managing a Challenger system is user friendly, with a 
simple-to-use menu system and intuitive control from 
real-time graphical map displays. Security Commander 
features complete Challenger panel management, 
alarm monitoring, video management, access control 
badge/user management with photo ID, system device 
monitoring, access monitoring and comprehensive 
reporting.

Video integration with supported DVRs* allows 
Challenger alarms and other events to be linked to video 
footage for improved operator response and easier 
post-event investigation. This includes features like video 
‘pop-up’ on event and automatic text insertion into video 
footage to allow for additional search capability.

Security Commander has a number of powerful features 
such as time and attendance reporting for shift workers or 
contractors and a  ‘swipe and show’ photo ID verification 
for guards at monitored doors, gates or turnstiles.
